What do I do when I enter class?

FAQ (Frequently Asked Questions)
Q. How often do we have homework?
A. You will have 15-20 minutes of homework every night as there is a reflection sheet and each day if you do not finish classwork, you are expected to finish for homework (which will be checked off in the Daily Tracker). You have a weekly review sheet that takes an average of 20-30 minutes that will be included in the packet. 
Q.  What happens if I don’t do my HW?

A.  You do not earn your checks in your Daily Tracker, which means you lose points in your packet and overall class grade. More importantly, you won’t benefit from the practice and the thinking involved. You are less likely to remember anything.  

Q.  Can I retake a quiz or test if I fail it?

A.   NO. However, you will also be able to make corrections on tests and interims, NOT QUIZZES. It is important that you learn the material no matter how long it takes.
Q. Do we have to keep all of our papers? 
A. Yes, because I will take time out of class to show you how to organize your binder. Having no organized binder means you already start off losing 5-10 points from your grade. Also, it helps you develop a life skill. You will have material to look over to study for an exam.
